Who is eligible?

What will the winner receive?

· The state winner(s) will receive a plaque, a $500 cash award, and complimentary registration for a Wisconsin Ag in the Classroom In-service or Conference.
· The state winner(s) will represent Wisconsin as the state’s nominee for the Excellence in Teaching About Agriculture Award Program presented by the U.S. Department of Agriculture’s Ag in the Classroom program.

How can nominations be submitted?

Anyone can nominate a teacher(s) for the award. The nominated teacher(s) will be sent a mailing with the application and information about the award.
