Some facts to begin with:

· A football field is approximately one acre in size. 

· The average farm in Wisconsin is 203 acres. 

· In 2007, Wisconsin farmers planted 1,350,000 acres of soybeans. 

· In 2007, Wisconsin farmers harvested 1,330,000 acres of soybeans.

· The average yield (what was produced) was 39 bushels per acres.

· A bushel of soybeans weighs about 60 pounds (48 pounds soybean protein, 11 pounds soy oil, 1 pound soy hulls)

3. What percentage of the bushel weight is protein?  Hulls?  Oil?

4. Create a pie chart showing the percentages of protein, hulls and oil in a bushel of soybeans:
