Research and Share
Students can learn about a variety of topics and issues by researching a topic and presenting the information to others. Other possibilities include movies, news stories, or video on a controversial subject.

This lesson will offer them a variety of ways to share the information they have gathered. The lesson can be done individually or working in groups of two or three students.

1. Selection of topic 
2. Research the topic using the resources in “Telling Our Agricultural Story” or by visiting the websites and other resources listed.

3. Outline – students will develop an outline for the teacher. They could include the following items in their outline. The teacher can determine required items. 
a. Definition or summary 

b. Key terms and words 

c. Facts and their sources

d. Items they found to be untrue or not verified

e. Examples and stories 

f. Risks vs. benefits

g. How the issue affects farmers

h. How the issue affects consumers

i. Other items related to the topic

4. Prepare a visual
a. Posters, charts or graphs

b. Handouts

c. PowerPoint

d. Display

e. Others approved by teacher

5. Discussion or Presentation

a. The class may have a discussion where each student presents a five-minute speech on their topic

b. The students may organize a debate if they all were studying the same topic

c. The presentations can be set up like a fair with each student(s) setting up a display and interacting with viewers as they walk by
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
